P271 is a collective print containing six violin so-
natas by Abel. This is the only source for these works.
These violin sonatas were published in Amsterdam as
op. 9, but that opus number was already taken by a
Bremner print of six trios, P092, p. 165. Therefore, we
do not use this opus number but call these works Six
Violin Sonatas. The “wrong” opus number caused
these sonatas to be listed in RISM under the trios of
op. 9, so that they remained “undetected” until today.
They were also not known to Walter Knape.
These violin sonatas are listed in Baron von Esch-
struth's Musicalische Bibliothek, [Esch 1784] and con-
sequently also in Gerber's encyclopedia, [Ger 1812].

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Four Abingdon Trios
At about the same time as op. 16, John Preston in London published four other trios, two
for two flutes and basso, and two for flute, violin and basso, C31–C34. Preston called this
group “op. 16” ignoring the fact that this opus number had already been assigned by
Bremner. Since we assume that Bremner's trios are right to bear the number, we will not
use the opus number here, but call Preston's trios “Four Abingdon Trios”, based on the
dedication on the title page “These Original Trios were Composed for the Right Hon.ble
The Earl of Abingdon by whose Permission they are now published”. The confusion with
the opus numbers can probably be explained by the fact that Abel was not in London in
1783 and 1784. A reprint of the Four Abingdon Trios appeared in Amsterdam by J. Schmitt
and another one by J. J. Hummel, which can be dated to 1784. Handwritten copies are
not known.

Primieres Trios
In connection with the publications around op. 9, Longman & Lukey in London published
a collection of three trios under the title Les Suites des trois Primieres Trios Pour le Violon,
Violoncello, et Basso. One of them, C23, is also in op. 9, but the other two, C35 and C36,
are new. Unfortunately, there is only one copy of this print preserved, and its violin part is
missing.

Overview Category C – Three Instruments
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Directories
This chapter contains eight directories that group and sort the data of this catalogue in
different ways to facilitate the search for specific data. Existing work numbers and desig-
nations are correlated with the new ones. This concerns both the historical opus numbers
and the work numbers of the two existing catalogues of works. In addition, there are also
alphabetical directories of all autographs and all sources, separated into manuscripts and
prints, as well as a list of all publishers. Finally, there is an index of all illustrations with the
corresponding source references.

Directory 1 – Opus Numbers and other Collections of Works
The majority of Abel's works that were published in print were also given an opus num-
ber, which is usually indicated on the title page. Almost all opus numbers comprise six
individual works. In addition to these opus numbers, there are other related collections of
works among the prints, as well as among the manuscripts. All these collections are listed
in this section.

In some cases, publishers have used the same opus number for different works. In these
cases, this catalogue uses the opus number only once and a different designation for the
other works.

Directory 1 – Opus Numbers and other Collections of Works
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Incipits
This listing contains the incipits of all movements included in AbelWV. They are grouped
into keys. Within one key the incipits are ordered according to their first, second and
third intervals. The groups of incipits with the same first and second interval are separa-
ted by horizontal lines.

The following rules apply to the definition of these intervals: Appoggiaturas are not con-
sidered. Tied notes are treated as two separate notes. In case of chords the highest note
is taken, and intervals larger than an octave are treated minus the octave. The original
clefs are used, and the horns are notated sounding.

If several incipits match based on concordances, only one of them is included in this list.
